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BY- LAWS OF:

ARTICLE I: 
PURPOSE

THE PURPOSE OF THIS SOCIAL CLUB IS TO PROMOTE THE FELLOWSHIP OF CORVETTE ENTHUSIASTS TOWARD THE RESTORATION AND PRESERVATION OF CORVETTES FROM 1953 TO PRESENT.

ARTICLE II:  MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1 - MEMBERSHIP IN THE CLUB SHALL BE RESTRICTED TO CORVETTE OWNERS AND ENTHUSIASTS. MEMBERS MUST BE AT LEAST 21 YEARS OF AGE. NEW CLUB MEMBERS WILL RECEIVE A WELCOME KIT UPON FULL PAYMENT OF DUES THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS HAS DISCRETION TO REJECT ANY APPLICATION OR APPLICATIONS FOR MEMBERSHIP INTO THE CLUB.
SECTION 2 – ANNUALLY, AS OF FEBRUARY 1ST, DUES WILL BE SET BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS. ALL DUES ARE DUE AND PAYABLE BY FEBRUARY 1ST EACH YEAR.  A SINGLE MEMBERSHIP IS ONE INDIVIDUAL.  A DUAL MEMBERSHIP IS DEFINED AS A CAR OWNER AND ONE OTHER PERSON. ANY EXISTING MEMBER THAT DOES NOT HAVE THEIR RENEWAL DUES PAID BY FEBRUARY 1ST, WILL BE DROPPED FROM THE MEMBERSHIP. A DUES REMINDER NOTICE WILL BE SENT TO ALL MEMBERS BY THE CLUB SECRETARY BY THE END OF OCTOBER EACH YEAR.

SECTION 3 - ALL CONTINUING MEMBERS’ ANNUAL DUES SHALL BE PAID NO LATER THAN FEBRUARY 1ST .   ANY CONTINUING MEMBER WHOS DUES ARE NOT PAID BY FEBRUARY 1ST  WILL HAVE TO REJOIN AS A NEW MEMBER AND PAY THE SAME FEE AS A NEW MEMBER.  THEY WILL NOT RECEIVE A SECOND NEW MEMBERSHIP PACKAGE.

SECTION 4 -  MEMBERSHIP WILL BE DETERMINED BY THE NAME OR NAMES ON THE MEMBERSHIP FORM, NOT TO EXCEED TWO ADULTS. ALL MEMBERS PRESENT AT A MEETING WHERE A VOTE IS REQUIRED WILL BE ALLOWED ONE VOTE PER MEMBER.

SECTION 5 – FOR MEMBERS JOINING AFTER THE JANUARY MEETING, DUES WILL BE PRO-RATED ACCORDING TO THE CLUB’S PRO-RATION CHART. DUES ARE PRO-RATED ON THE BASIS OF SIX-MONTH INTERVALS. THE CLUB SECRETARY WILL MAINTAIN A PRO-RATION FORMULA THAT INDICATES DUES ARE 100% IF PAID IN FEBRUARY, MARCH, APRIL, MAY, JUNE AND JULY. DUES WILL BE 50% IF PAID IN AUGUST, SEPTEMBER, OCTOBER, NOVEMBER, DECEMBER AND JANUARY.

SECTION 6 - ANY MEMBER MAY RESIGN BY DIRECTING A LETTER OF RESIGNATION TO THE SECRETARY.  THEIR RESIGNATION WILL BE EFFECTIVE ON THE DATE INDICATED BY THEM. THERE WILL BE NO REFUND OF DUES. 

SECTION 7 – ANY MEMBER WHO ACTS INAPPROPIATELY TOWARDS ANOTHER MEMBER OF THE CLUB, OR ACTS INNAPPROPRIATLY IN PUBLIC AT A CLUB ACTIVITY OR FUNCTION MAY HAVE THEIR MEMBERSHIP TERMINATED. NO REFUND OF DUES WILL BE RETURNED FOR TERMINATED MEMBERS. ANY INAPROPRIATE BEHAVIOR WILL RESULT IN THE MEMBER BEING PLACED ON PROBATION FOR A PERIOD OF THREE (3) MONTHS. THE CLUB PRESIDENT WILL ADVISE THE MEMBER OF THE INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIOR, AND THAT FACT THAT THE MEMBER HAS BEEN PLACED ON PROBATION. A SECOND INCIDENT OF INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIOR WILL BE REFERRED TO THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE CLUB. A TERMINATION HEARING WILL BE CONDUCTED, AND THE BOARD’S DECISION TO TERMINATE OR NOT, WILL BE FINAL. 

SECTION 8 – NON-MEMBERS. NON-MEMBERS ARE GUESTS FOR PURPOSES OF DEFINITION, A GUEST IS A PERSON THAT WOULD ACCOMPANY A MEMBER TO A FUNCTION MUCH LIKE A SPOUSE; IN THE EVEN THE MEMBER DOES NOT HAVE A SPOUSE AT THE TIME OF THE EVENT. 

ARTICLE III:  MEETINGS
SECTION 1 - REGULAR MEETINGS WILL BE HELD ON THE FOURTH TUESDAY OF EACH MONTH AT A DESIGNATED PLACE. MEETINGS WILL BE HELD IN THE MONTHS OF JANUARY THROUGH OCTOBER OF EACH YEAR. THERE WILL BE NO MEETINGS IN THE MONTHS OF NOVEMBER OR DECEMBER. 

SECTION 2 - A CHANGE IN THE CLUB’S MEETING PLACE OR MEETING NIGHT REQUIRES A MAJORITY VOTE BY THE CLUB MEMBERSHIP AT A REGULARLY SCHEDULED MEETING. THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS CAN, AT ITS DISCRETION, APPROVE TEMPORARY MEETING PLACE CHANGES TO COVER SPECIAL EVENTS, AS NECESSARY.

SECTION 3 - SPECIAL MEETINGS WILL BE CALLED BY THE PRESIDENT OR BY A MAJORITY OF THE OFFICERS OR BY A MAJORITY OF THE MEMBERSHIP, AT ANY TIME OR PLACE.

SECTION 4 - NOTICES OF SPECIAL MEETINGS, STATING THE PLACE, DAY, HOUR, AND PURPOSE OF THE MEETING WILL BE MADE AVAILABLE TO THE MEMBERSHIP BY ANY OFFICER OR ANY MEMBER CALLING THE SPECIAL MEETING WITH AT LEAST A THREE DAY WRITTEN NOTICE BY THE SECRETARY.

SECTION 5 - AT A MEETING, IN ORDER TO CONDUCT BUSINESS, ELECT OFFICERS, OR AMEND BY-LAWS, THERE MUST BE THREE OR MORE OFFICERS PRESENT.  A MAJORITY OF THE MEMBERS PRESENT MUST APPROVE ANY BUSINESS THAT COMES BEFORE THAT MEETING.

ARTICLE IV:  BOARD OF DIRECTORS

SECTION 1 – THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS WILL CONSIST OF NO LESS THAN SEVEN PEOPLE AND WILL CONSIST OF THE FOLLOWING:

ALL OF THE CURRENT CLUB OFFICERS, WHICH INCLUDES THE PRESIDENT, VICE PRESIDENT, SECRETARY, TREASURER, NEWS LETTER EDITOR, NEWS LETTER PUBLISHER AND THE WEBMASTER. ADDITIONALLY, THE BOARD WILL CONSIST OF AT LARGE MEMBERS FROM THE MEMBERSHIP. THE NUMBER OF AT LARGE WILL BE SET AND ESTABLISHED BY THE MEMBERSHIP OF THE CLUB, FROM TIME TO TIME. THE CLUB PRESIDENT WILL MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE MEMBERSHIP FROM TIME TO TIME, AS IS SEEN FIT. IN ADDITION, THE FOUNDER OF THE CLUB, BRAD WESSLEY, WILL BE A LIFETIME MEMBER OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTRORS SO LONG AS HE DESIRES TO PARTICIPATE IN THE CLUB, REGARDLESS OF HIS RESIDENCE.

WHEN VOTING ON MATTERS, AT THE CLUB LEVEL OR BOARD LEVEL, THE PRESIDENT OF THE CLUB ONLY VOTES TO BREAK A TIE VOTE.

 ARTICLE V: OFFICERS

SECTION 1 - THE ELECTED OFFICERS OF THE CLUB WILL BE THE PRESIDENT, VICE-PRESIDENT, TREASURER, SECRETARY,  NEWS LETTER EDITOR, NEWSLETTER PUBLISHER AND WEBMASTER.

SECTION 2 - NOMINATION OF OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS OF THE CLUB WILL BE MADE AND VOTED ON AT THE OCTOBER MEETING.  NEWELY ELECTED OFFICERS WILL TAKE OVER AT THE JANUARY MEETING. NOMINATIONS WILL COME FROM THE FLOOR AND WILL BE SECONDED. NOMINEES MUST AGREE TO STAND FOR ELECTION.

SECTION 3 - IN THE EVENT THAT ANY OF THE OFFICERS RESIGN OR BECOME UNABLE TO HOLD OFFICE BEFORE THE END OF THEIR ELECTED TERM, THE CLUB WILL ELECT A MEMBER TO FILL THE VACANY AT THE NEXT MONTHLY MEETING.  NOMINATIONS WILL COME FROM THE FLOOR AND WILL BE SECONDED. NOMINEES MUST AGREE TO STAND FOR ELECTION. IF THE PRESIDENT RESIGNS, THE VICE PRESIDENT WILL FINISH THE UNEXPIRED TERM AND A NEW VICE PRESIDENT WILL BE ELECTED FROM THE MEMBERSHIP WITH AN ELECTION CONDUCTED LIKE AN ELECTION TO REPLACE ANY OTHER OFFICER.

SECTION 4 – TO BE ELIGIBLE TO BE AN OFFICER, AN INDIVIDUAL MUST BE A REGISTERED MEMBER OF THE CLUB.

ARTICLE VI:  DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS

SECTION 1 - THE PRESIDENT WILL PRESIDE AT ALL MEETINGS AND WILL PERFORM THE FOLLOWING DUTIES:

· CONDUCT MEETINGS (THE CLUB DOES NOT FOLLOW ROBERTS RULES OF ORDER.)

· ACT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE CLUB’S BEST INTERESTS AT ALL CORVETTE AND CLUB  RELATED ACTIVITIES AND FUNCTIONS.

SECTION 2 - THE VICE-PRESIDENT WILL PERFORM THE DUTIES OF THE PRESIDENT IN THE ABSENCE OF THE PRESIDENT.  THE VICE PRESIDENT WILL ALSO PROMOTE MEMBERSHIP IN THE CLUB, AND WILL SOLICIT SPONSORS’ ADVERTISEMENT FOR THE NEWS LETTER. 

SECTION 3 - THE TREASURER WILL HAVE CUSTODY OF ALL MONIES, AND WILL RECEIVE ALL MONIES FOR THE CLUB AND DEPOSIT SAID MONIES INTO THE CLUB ACCOUNT (S).  THE TREASURER WILL MAKE ALL PAYMENTS OF THE CLUB DEBTS, UPON APPROVAL OF THE CLUB OR ANOTHER OFFICER. AT THE MONTHLY MEETING OF THE CLUB, THE TRESURER WILL PRESENT A REPORT TO THE MEMBERSHIP THAT WILL INCLUDE:

· BALANCE OF CLUB ACCOUNTS

· DEBITS TO THE ACCOUNT FOR THE PAST MONTH

· CREDIT TO THE ACCOUNT FOR THE PAST MONTH

A VOTE OF THE MEMBERSHIP APPROVING THE REPORT AND THE ACTIONS OF THE TREASURER WILL BE REQUIRED. 

A MEMBER CAN REQUEST ADDITIONAL FINANCIAL DETAIL FROM THE TREASURER AT A REGULAR MEETING. THAT INFORMATION WILL BE SUPPLIED TO THE MEMBER WITHIN A REASONABLE AMOUNT OF TIME.

SECTION 4 - THE SECRETARY WILL ATTEND ALL MEETINGS OF THE MEMBERSHIP AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS. THEY WILL RECORD ALL MINUTES AND VOTES OF THE CLUB IN SUCH A FASHION THAT IS APPROPRIATE. THIS COULD INCLUDE PAPER RECORDS AS WELL AS COMPUTER OR MAGNETIC RECORDS.  THE SECRETARY WILL HAVE CUSTODY OF ALL OF THE CLUB’S RECORDS. THE SECRETARY WILL ALSO KEEP MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS. ALL CLUB RECORDS ARE AVAILABLE FOR REVIEW BY THE GENERAL MEMBERSHIP. 

SECTION 5 – AN AT LARGE BOARD MEMBER WILL SIT IN FOR AN ABSENT SECRETARY OR TREASURER AT A CLUB MEETING.

SECTION 6 – OFFICER TERMS WILL BEGIN AT THE JANUARY MEETING AND WILL EXPIRE AT THE BEGINNING OF THE JANUARY MEETING THE FOLLOWING YEAR.

ARTICLE VII:  PAID MEMBERSHIPS

SECTION 1 - AS OF JANUARY 1, 2007, THE FOLLOWING WILL RECEIVE A FREE FAMILY OR SINGLE MEMBERSHIP ANNUALLY FOR LIFE:

· ALL FOUNDING MEMBERS OF THE CLUB SO LONG AS THEY WISH TO HOLD MEMBERSHIP IN THE CLUB.

· THE FOUNDING MEMBERS OF THE CLUB ARE: BRAD WESSLEY (CLUB FOUNDER) LEE & IRENE WULGAERT AND GARY GARDNER (FOUNDING MEMBERS)

ARTICLE IX:  AMENDMENTS

SECTION 1 - THE OFFICERS OF THE CLUB, OR ANY MEMBER IN GOOD STANDING, MAY PROPOSE AN AMENDMENT TO THE BY-LAWS OF THE CLUB AT ANY CLUB MEETING.

SECTION 2 – ANY PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE BY-LAWS MUST BE:

· PUBLISHED IN THE NEWSLETTER IMMEDIATELY PRIOR TO THE MEETING OF THE MEMBERSHIP THAT THE AMENDMENT WILL BE PRESENTED AT.

· PRINTED AND HANDED OUT TO THE MEMBERSHIP PRESENT AT THE NEXT MEETING IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE PUBLICATION OF THE AMENDMENT IN THE NEWSLETTER. DISCUSSION OF THE AMENDMENT IS TO OCCUR AT THIS MEETING.

· AT THE NEXT MEETING OF THE MEMBERSHIP, IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE MEMBERSHIP MEETING WHERE A PROPOSED AMENDMENT WAS HANDED OUT TO THE MEMBERS PRESENT, IN PRINTED FORM, THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT OR AMENDMENTS TO THE BY-LAWS WILL BE PRESENTED TO THE MEMBERSHIP PRESENT FOR A VOTE. A MOTION TO APPROVE WITH A SECOND WILL BE REQUIRED. A MAJORITY VOTE WILL APPROVE THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT. IF NECESSARY, A WRITTEN BALLOT CAN BE CALLED FOR BY THE PRESIDENT OF THE CLUB.
