CORVETTE HISTORY:  
1974 was the first Corvette 
with body-color bumpers on 
both the front and rear.  
These models were distin-
guished by the vertical split 
in their rear bumpers, a de-
sign feature unique to this 
year.  As the last Corvette 
models without catalytic 
converters for emission con-
trol, these were the last to 
legally burn leaded fuel 
(except for export models.)  
They were the last of the era 
with true dual exhausts.  It 
was also the last year for 
availability of a “big block” 
engine.  Congress passed 
the Clean Air Bill with the 
regulations specifying fuel 
economy and emissions 
standards the “big blocks” 
could never meet.  A total of 
37,502 were sold setting 
new production & sales re-
cords with only 5,474 being 
convertibles.

CORNED BEEF PIZZA 
 2 cups shredded green cabbage 
2 tablespoons olive oil 
1 teaspoon salt 
Pinch of freshly ground black pepper 
¼ pound thinly sliced corned beef 
2 cups grated mozzarella cheese 
1 prepared pizza crust 
 
 Preheat oven to 400 degrees.  Spray a baking sheet with cooking spray.  In a large skillet, sauté the 
cabbage in the olive oil over medium heat for about 5 minutes.  Sprinkle with the salt & pepper.  
Place the crust onto the baking sheet.  Spoon the sautéed cabbage onto the crust & spread it out 
evenly to within half an inch of the edge.  Arrange the beef slices over the cabbage. 
Sprinkle the cheese over the top of the corned beef.  Bake for 10-15 minutes, until the cheese is thor-
oughly melted and enjoy with a good dark beer.
